The common stair is your only means

of escape in the event of a fire.

Have you ever thought what you would do if fire were to break out in your
stair? It may not necessarily be in your flat! A fire started in a common stair
could kill you and your family. Even a small bag of rubbish can create
enough smoke to fill a whole stair. Items left in a common stair are often
deliberately set on fire.

* Get rubbish, old furniture, etc out of the building
* Make sure storage areas are kept locked
* For advice on uplifting items contact your local Council
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If fire does start

* Keep doors closed to prevent smoke filling your house
* Dial 999 and ask for the Fire and Rescue Service, giving as much
information as you can
